Potential Historic Resources include properties referenced in the General
Plan, Structures of Merit, or properties included in historic resource
surveys such as the 1976 Architectural Survey, San Francisco Architectural
Heritage surveys, the Unreinforced Masonry Building survey, and other
informational surveys. Additional research and evaluation are required to
determine whether these properties are historic resources.  Potential
Historic Resources are considered Category B properties under CEQA review.
