109 Buchanan St. is located on a 31’ x 90’ lot on the west side of Buchanan Street, between Hermann and Waller Streets. Built
in 1925, 109 Buchanan St is a 3-story, wood frame, 6-unit, multiple family dwelling designed in the Mediterranean Revival style.
The rectangular-plan building, clad in yellow and red Flemish bond brick, is capped by a flat roof. The foundation is not visible
from the street. The primary fagade faces east and is 2 bays wide. The first floor features a recessed, arched entry porch in the
left bay. The entrance has a molded stucco surround with radiating voussoirs and a keystone. The interior has a tiled floor,
paneled stucco walls, and dentil molding around the wall and roof join. The building has a single entrance with a glazed wood
door flanked by sidelight. The remainder of the first story features a centered garage with flared lintel and keystone and a
secondary entrance at the right end of the elevation with an arched surround with keystone and wood door with spindle screen.
The upper two stories are characterized by semi-hexagonal bay windows in each bay. The wood windows have a center pivot
sash with divided transom and casement side sash with divided top lights. The third-story bay windows have swag ornament on
the spandrel panels. The bays end in a frieze with round plaque and acanthus leaf motifs, a molded cornice, and cartouche
cresting. The primary facade terminates in a paneled frieze with acanthus leaf ornament and bracketed cornice with pine cone
drop finials. A small penthouse story is set back from the roofline. The building appears to be in good condition.

The city directories through the 1930s, 1940s, and 1950s show a mix of renters, employed in occupations
including (in 1953) tailor, beauty salon employee, manufacturing clerk, and engineer. The building was
constructed as an apartment building, a use which it continues today.

Although the Lower Haight was largely undamaged by the 1906 Earthquake and resultant fire, the
neighborhood was transformed from a middle-class neighborhood of single-family homes before the disaster
into a more densely populated area of multi-family apartments and flats. Based on information from the
1913-15 Sanborn map, it appears that many single-family residences that appeared on the 1899 Sanborn map
were torn down and replaced with larger flats and apartment buildings. Additionally, empty lots were
developed and large single-family lots subdivided.

109 Buchanan Street appears to have undergone no substantial alterations since its construction. The
building retains integrity of location, design, setting, materials, workmanship, feeling, and association.

Conclusion:

109 Buchanan Street does not appear eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places,
the California Register of Historical Resources or local designation under any criterion.

235 Buchanan St. is located on a 28’ x 87’ corner lot on the west side of Buchanan St., between Laussat and Haight Streets. Built in
1961, 235 Buchanan St is a 3-story, wood-frame multiple family building designed in the International style. The rectangular-plan
building, clad in stucco and concrete, is capped by a flat roof. The foundation is not visible from the street. The primary fagcade faces
east and is 2 bays wide. The first story is clad in concrete veneer molded to look like brick and contains a paneled wood garage
door in the left bay. The right bay contains a gated, recessed entry porch with a vinyl awning sheltering a glazed aluminum door with
transom. The upper 2 stories are clad in smooth stucco surrounding a central area clad in plywood siding outlined in a thin wood
band.

During the Post-War Era, building trends in Hayes Valley were largely shaped by municipal inverventions,
in both housing and freeway development. Concerned about the deteriorating physical and social conditions
in Hayes Valley and the Western Addition, the San Francisco Housing Authority sought to replace slum
housing with modern social housing for the area’s residents. To that end, in 1960, the SFHA used eminent

housing in Hayes Valley. Every available space seems to have acquired infill construction. In addition to

the conversion of single-family dwellings into multi-family housing, the 1913-15 Sanborn map indicates
that larr‘mr lots were subdivided and flats built ;ﬂrmm@wd@ older houses.

Although 34 Buchanan Street's location and building typology express an association with the 1906
Earthquake and Fire and Reconstruction period of significance, the 1927 construction date places the
building outside of the primary scope of the period of significance and renders it unable to accurately
embody this broad pattern of San Francisco's history.

Criterion 3:

Edward E. Young (1870-1934) was born in Carthage, Missouri and moved to San Francisco in 1902. During
his 30 year career, Young designed nearly 600 residential buildings, with a particular emphasis on
apartment buildings, beginning in 1906 with brown-shingled Edwardians and progressing to multi-story
Mediterranean Revival buildings with flat front brick exteriors and elevators, many now converted to
condominiums. Significant buildings include the Franciscan Club at 595 Sutter (1919) and the 16-story
Hotel Californian at 403 Taylor (1925). Young’s son, John Davis Young, continued his practice after his
father’s death.

34 Buchanan Street is a four-story apartment building built in the Mediterranean Revival style.

The Mediterranean Revival style (sometimes referred to as Mediterranean/Italian Renaissance Revival
Architecture) is an eclectic design style that was first introduced in the United States around the turn
of the 19th Century and came into prominence in the 1920s and 1930s. The style reflects the architectural
influences of the Mediterranean coast: Italian, Byzantine, and Moorish themes from southern Spain, as well
as southern French styles. Structures are typically multi-story, based on a rectangular floor plan, and
feature massive, symmetrical primary facades. In San Francisco, the Mediterranean Revival style is
generally characterized by stuccoed wall surfaces - often scored to resemble masonry - flat or low-pitched
terra cotta and tile roofs, arched first floor entrance porches, scrolled or tile-capped parapet walls,
articulated door and window surrounds, and applied stucco crests, moldings and other with applied
decoration.

34 Buchanan Street is a modest example of the Mediterranean Revival style, and this, in combination with
the alteration of original windows, prohibits the building from rising to the level of a building that

embodies the distinctive characteristics of a tvpe, period or method of construction.

Integrity:

34 Buchanan has had original windows removed and replacement vinyl sliding sash and double-hung, vinyl
sash windows installed. It retains character-defining features including: height and massing; brick
cladding as the base and scored stucco on the upper stories of the facade; recessed, arched entry porch
with a brick surround with radiating voussoirs and keystone; semi-hexagonal bay windows at the end bays;

40 Buchanan St. is located on a 30 x 115’ lot on the east side of Buchanan Street, between Market and Hermann Streets. Built in
1927, 40 Buchanan St is a 4-story, wood frame apartment building designed in the Mediterranean Revival style. The
rectangular-plan building, clad in brick, scored stucco, and drop wood siding is capped by a flat roof. The primary elevation faces
west and is 3 bays wide. The first story is clad in brick and features a recessed, arched entry porch in the right bay with a brick
surround with radiating voussoirs and keystone. The building has a single entrance fitted with a glazed wood door with sidelights.
The left bay contains a garage and recessed, secondary entrance with a paneled wood door. The upper stories are clad in stucco
scored to look like masonry. The end bays have semi-hexagonal bay windows with central vinyl sliding sash with divided wood
transom and double-hung, vinyl side windows.

that larger lots were subdivided and flats built alongside older houses.

Although 40 Buchanan Street's location and building typology express an association with the 1906
Earthquake and Fire and Reconstruction period of significance, the 1927 construction date places the
building outside of the primary scope of the period of significance and renders it unable to accurately
embody this broad pattern of San Francisco's history.

Criterion 3:

Edward E. Young (1870-1934) was born in Carthage, Missouri and moved to San Francisco in 1902. 1In 1906,
he married Julia Tharp, with whom he had five children. During his 30 year career, Young designed nearly
600 residential buildings, with a particular emphasis on apartment buildings, beginning in 1906 with
brown-shingled Edwardians and progressing to multi-story Mediterranean Revival buildings with flat front
brick exteriors and elevators, many now converted to condominiums. Significant buildings include the
Francisca Club at 595 Sutter (1919) and the 16-story Hotel Californian at 403 Taylor (1925). Young’s son,
John Davis Young, continued his practice after his father’s death.

40 Buchanan Street is a four-story apartment building built in the Mediterranean Revival style.

The Mediterranean Revival style (sometimes referred to as Mediterranean/Italian Renaissance Revival
Architecture) is an eclectic design style that was first introduced in the United States around the turn
of the 19th Century and came into prominence in the 1920s and 1930s. The style reflects the architectural
influences of the Mediterranean coast: Italian, Byzantine, and Moorish themes from southern Spain, as well
as southern French styles. Structures are typically multi-story, based on a rectangular floor plan, and
feature massive, symmetrical primary facades. In San Francisco, the Mediterranean Revival style is
generally characterized by stuccoed wall surfaces - often scored to resemble masonry - flat or low-pitched
terra cotta and tile roofs, arched first floor entrance porches, scrolled or tile-capped parapet walls,
articulated door and window surrounds, and applied stucco crests, moldings and other with applied
decoration.

Although 40 Buchanan Street is a modest example of the Mediterranean Revival style, and this, in
combination with the alteration of original windows, prohibits the building from rising to the level of a
building that embodies the distinctive characteristics of a type, period or method of construction.
