122 Church St. is located on a 24’ x 125’ lot on the west side of Church Street, between 14™ Street and Duboce Avenue. Built
between 1899 and 1913, 122 Church Street is a 2.5-story, wood frame, multiple family residence with three units, designed in
the Queen Anne style. The rectangular-plan building, clad in wood, rustic siding, is capped by a gable and flat roof. The
foundation is not visible from the street. The primary fagade faces east and is 2 bays wide. The ground story features three
entrances marked by metal security doors and an attached garage that runs the width of the fagade. The attached garage is clad
in rustic wood siding and is capped by a wood balustrade. The right bay of the ground floor provides access to a staircase
leading up to the main entrance on the first floor. The first story features a chamfered bay window in the left bay and an integral
entry porch in the right bay. The main entrance is demarcated by a wood-panel door with transom. The entire first story is
capped by an entablature with dentil molding and a highly ornate vegetal motif in the frieze. The primary facade terminates in a
front-facing gable, which is clad in a wood lattice and fish-scale shingles. The pediment of the gable features decorative trim
around the perimeter and three central windows separated by pilasters supporting an entablature with dentil molding. A flat
parapet roof rises from behind the gable.

Katherine Leonard continued to own the building after her husband's death and was still listed as the
occupant and owner in 1923. At some point, the building was raised and a projecting one-story garage
added. An addition at the third story converted a gabled attic story into a full-height third story.

The development of Duboce Triangle as a residential district did not begin in earnest until Upper Market
Street was graded west of Dolores Street in the 1870s and the extension of the Market Street Cable Railway
from Market and Valencia streets to Castro Street in 1886. The provision of mass transit to the Upper
Market area ushered in successive waves of residential building in Duboce Triangle. Data from the 1886
Sanborn maps suggest that Duboce Triangle neighborhood was approximately fifty percent developed. Outside

Criterion 3:

Had it not been for the extensive alterations, 122 Church Street would be an excellent example of the
High Queen Anne style. The Queen Anne style, which became popular in the United States during the early
1890s and remained so for nearly two decades, was based on English architectural design of the nineteenth
century, itself pulling upon influences from English architecture during the reign of Queen Anne (1702
-14). The style can generally be characterized by its blending of Classical and Mediaeval stylistic
influences. In the United States, Queen Anne architecture was typically used for residential building
types. Typical features of the style include the use of varied cladding types, including shingles,
clapboard, flush wood siding, half-timbering, and recessed panels, recessed porches, profuse amounts of
turned and scroll-sawn ornament, bay windows and turrets, and steeply pitched gable roofs with prominent
chimneys. Although altered, 122 Church Street embodies many characteristics of the style, including its
chamfered bay window, recessed porch supported by turned columns, varied wall textures making use of
plaster friezes, varied shingle patterns, and half-timbering, extensive ornament at the cornice level and

Integrity:

The main body of 122 Church Street retains the bulk of its character-defining features while suffering
from decreased integrity due to alterations at the street level and the attic. At the primary facade, many
of the character-defining features of the Queen Anne style have been retained, particularly the entire
second story (originally the first) and the front portion of the third story (originally the attic story).

However, the additions to 124 Church Street significantly alter its proportions and the way the building
relates to the street, as well as the overall feeling of the building. According to the 1893 Sanborn map,
122 Church Street was constructed as a one-and-a-half story building, indicating that it has been raised
to accommodate a large garage addition at the front of the lot. The one story addition terminates with a
balustrade which obscures the fenestration of the first story facade. The third story addition also alters
the character-defining gable-roof profile of the original Queen Anne dwelling, and creates a heavy and
disproportionate new roofline. While the building retains the aspects of location, workmanship, and
materials, it only partially retains the aspects of design, setting, feeling, and association.

Criterion 1:

140 Church Street was designed by architect Thomas Welsh and constructed in 1890 by the builder James
Campbell. Thomas Welsh was born in Australia in 1845 moved to San Francisco with his family when he was a
child. He received his architectural training while working as a draftsman at the firms of George
Boardwell and Kenitzer & Farquharson. Welsh opened his own practice in 1872 and later partnered with
architect John W. Carey. For much of his career, Welsh held the position of chief architect for the San
Francisco Board of Education. In this capacity he designed several school buildings, the only surviving
example being the Irving M. Scott School (1895) at 1060 Tennessee Street in the Potrero District. He also
served as the primary architect for the Catholic Archdiocese of San Francisco. He designed a total of 16
catholic churches in San Francisco of which three remain: Sacred Heart Church (1898) at Fillmore and Fell
streets, St. Agnes Church (1905) on Masonic and Page streets, and the reconstructed St. Mary’s Cathedral
at California Street and Grant Avenue. He was also a prolific designer and builder of Victorian-era
dwellings throughout San Francisco, including two City Landmarks, the Burr Residence (1878) at Vallejo and
Franklin streets and the McMorry-Lagan House (1884) at Haight and Laguna Streets, both Italianate in
design with mansard roofs. Welsh’s surviving commercial work includes the wood-frame Pioneer Trunk Factory
(1902) at 18th and Folsom streets and the Hotel Vendome (1907) on Columbus Avenue. Welsh continued working
with Carey until his death in 1918.

140 Church Street, originally a two story building containing four flats, was constructed for Ann
Shattuck, a dealer in second hand clothing. Shattuck was never listed at this address and appears to have
used the property for rental income. The 1900 Census records three families renting at this address:
Eustace Geilow, a captain on bay steamer, and family, George Newman, a dry goods salesman, and family, and
Archibald Hamill, a police officer, and family.

178-180 Church St. is located on a 25’ x 125’ lot on the west side of Church Street, between 14" Street and Duboce Avenue.
Built in 1938, 178-180 Church St. is a 3-story, wood frame, multiple family apartment complex with five units and a ground floor
commercial space designed in the Art Deco style. The rectangular-plan building, clad in stucco, is capped by a flat roof. The
foundation is not visible from the street. The primary fagade faces east and is 2 bays wide. The first floor features a recessed
residential entry in the right bay and a contemporary storefront and basement entry in the left bay. This recessed residential
entry has a surround composed of fluted jambs and a molded transom. The upper two stories are characterized by two
semi-hexagonal bay windows with six-over-one, double-hung, vinyl-sash windows on each face. The projecting bay windows
have chevron designs in the spandrel panels. The primary facade terminates in an ornate parapet adorned with articulated
zigzag and vertical “folded-plate” motifs that are accented with horizontal bands. The building appears to be in good condition.
