Built in 1923, 15 Guerrero St. is a 4-story, wood frame, multiple family building containing 6 units designed in the Classical
Revival style. The rectangular-plan building, clad in brick and smooth stucco, is capped by a flat roof. The primary facade faces
west and is 2 bays wide. The first story is clad in yellow brick and features an integrated garage with arched entryway and
paneled, wood overhead door in the left bay.

There is no known architect. Prior to construction of the building, the parcel was owned by Peter J.
McGovern, according to 1906, 1909 and 1920 Block Books. McGovern sold the parcel to Annie M. Jones on
January 30, 1923. Annie M. Jones may have been Morris Jones' wife.

15 Guerrero is located in an area that suffered considerable destruction in the 1906 Earthquake and
Fire. First the earthquake demolished many buildings resting on filled land, and later the firestorm
devoured any structures that survived the temblor, completing the devastation of the northern Mission. The
1889 Sanborn map shows that the parcel upon which 15 Guerrero Street sits was occupied by a small two-
story, single-family dwelling that was set back from the street. Adjacent buildings were similar single-
family buildings. It appears that the dwelling was destroyed in the 1906 earthquake and fire, as the 1914
Sanborn map shows the lot as vacant. As thousands of earthquake refugees moved into the Mission District
from the burned-out South of Market area, doubling up with relatives, camping in parks, or moving into
former single-family houses hastily divided into apartments, the demand for permanent housing became
severe. Due to these intense population pressures, the Mission District was rapidly reconstructed after
the quake.

Although 15 Guerrero Street's building typology and Mission District location expresses an association
with the general building boom of the mid-1920s, the construction date of 1923 renders the building unable
to express a clear association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and Reconstruction.

Integrity:

15 Guerrero Street appears to have undergone few substantial alterations. These include one-over-one,
double-hung, vinyl-sash windows installed at an unknown date. Character defining features include: its
height and massing; yellow brick-clad base and upper stories clad in smooth stucco; recessed and arched
entryway containing a single, glazed wood doors with sidelights; fenestration pattern with chamfered bay
windows; simplified Classical Revival ornamentation including full-height, spiral fluted molding on each
edge of the central face of the bay windows and foliate frieze, egg and dart molding, and modillion
cornice; and flat roof. 15 Guerrero Street retains the following aspects of integrity: location, design,
setting, workmanship, feeling, and association. The building building has reduced integrity of materials
due to window alterations.

Conclusion:

15 Guerrero Street does not appear to be eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic
Places, the California Register of Historical Resources or local designation under any criterion. Although
the building location and typology reflect an association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and
Reconstruction period of significance, the 1923 construction date places the building outside of the
primary scope of this broad pattern of San Francisco's history. Nor does the building embody the
distinctive characteristics of a type, period or method of construction.

The Mary Ives Crocker Apartments at 2 Guerrero Street is one of two buildings located on a triangular lot on the west side of
Guerrero Street between Duboce and Market Streets. The second building, a small 2-story commercial structure, is addressed
as 1907 Market Street. Constructed in 1922 and designed in the Colonial Revival style, the Mary Ives Crocker Apartments is a
four-story residential-over-commercial building with a steel frame and masonry exterior. Clad in brick, the building has a
triangular plan and a flat roof. The primary fagade faces east towards Guerrero Street and is twelve bays wide. The secondary
elevation faces north towards Market Street and is also twelve bays wide.

Nathaniel Blaisdell, the architect of record, was born in July 1862 in Providence, Rhode Island and
graduated from Brown University. He moved to San Francisco in 1884 and went to work for established
architect Clinton Day as a draftsman. He has been credited with making a major contribution to the
original design of the City of Paris building, at the southeast corner of Geary and Stockton, designed by
Day in 1896. Blaisdell went into practice for himself in 1897, opening an office at 222 Sansome.
Following the 1906 earthquake and fire, Blaisdell reestablished his office at 255 California. Surviving
commercial buildings Blaisdell designed include the Oscar Luning Building (45-47 Kearny at Maiden Lane in
1907) and the St. Clair Building (2-16 California at Drumm in 1908).

1889 Sanborn map shows that the parcel on which 21 Guerrero Street sits was occupied by a two-story,
single-family dwelling that had been turned into two flats set back from the street. Adjacent buildings
are similarly sized single-family buildings. It appears that dwelling was destroyed in the 1906 earthquake
and fire, as the 1914 Sanborn map shows the lot as vacant. As thousands of earthquake refugees moved into
the Mission District from the burned-out South of Market area, doubling up with relatives, camping in
parks, or moving into former single-family houses hastily divided into apartments, the demand for
permanent housing became severe. Due to these intense population pressures, the Mission District was
rapidly reconstructed after the quake.

Although 21 Guerrero Street's building typology and Mission District location expresses an association
with the general building boom of the mid-1920s, the construction date of 1923 renders the building unable
to express a clear association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and Reconstruction.

Integrity:

21 Guerrero Street appears to have undergone few substantial alterations. These include one-over-one,
double-hung vinyl sash windows installed at an unknown date. Character-defining features include: its
height and massing; yellow brick-clad base and upper stories clad in smooth stucco; recessed and arched
entryway containing a single, glazed wood doors with sidelights; fenestration pattern with chamfered bay
windows; simplified Classical Revival ornamentation including full-height, spiral fluted molding on each
edge of the central face of the bay windows and foliate frieze, egg and dart molding, and modillion
cornice; and flat roof. 21 Guerrero Street retains the following aspects of integrity: location, design,
setting, workmanship, feeling, and association. The building suffers reduced integrity of materials due to
the window alterations.

Conclusion:

21 Guerrero Street does not appear to be eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic
Places, the California Register of Historical Resources or local designation under any criterion. Although
the building location and typology reflect an association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and
Reconstruction period of significance, the 1923 construction date places the building outside of the
primary scope of this broad pattern of San Francisco's history. Nor does the building embody the
distinctive characteristics of a type, period or method of construction. It is not the work of a master,
nor does it possess high artistic values.

25 Guerrero St. is located on a 25’ x 80’ lot on the east side of Guerrero Street, between Market Street and Duboce Avenue. Built
in 1928, 25 Guerrero St. is a 4-story, wood frame, multiple family building containing 6 units designed in the Classical Revival
style. The rectangular-plan building, clad in scored stucco and brick, is capped by a flat roof. The primary facade faces west and
is 2 bays wide. The first story is clad in brick and features a recessed, arched entry in the left bay and an integrated garage in the
right bay. The interior of the recessed entry is sheathed in marble and has a mosaic tile floor. The building has a single, glazed,
wood entry door with sidelights. The upper stories are clad in stucco scored to look like ashlar masonry and feature a semi-
hexagonal bay window in each bay. The windows have four-over-one and six-over-one, double-hung wood sash and sculpted
relief spandrel panels with cartouche motifs on the second and third stories. The bottom of the second-story windows has a band
or rosette ornament. The windows have a modest cornice at the fourth-story level and end in hipped roofs. The facade terminates
in a plain parapet wall. The building appears to be in good condition.

The building is located in an area of the northern Mission neighborhood that suffered extensive
destruction in the 1906 Earthquake and Fire. The 1899 Sanborn map shows that this parcel was occupied by
one two-story, single-family dwelling set back from the street. Adjacent buildings were similar single-
family dwellings. It appears that the 1899 building was destroyed in the 1906 earthquake and fire, as the
1914 Sanborn map shows the lot vacant.

After the 1906 disaster, as thousands of earthquake refugees moved into the Mission District from the
burned-out South of Market area, doubling up with relatives, camping in parks, or moving into former
single-family houses hastily divided into apartments, the demand for permanent housing became acute. In
the Mission, residential builders began the lucrative construction of multiple family apartment buildings,
like this one, on lots that were once occupied by single-family homes.

25 Guerrero is also an example of an apartment building, a type of building widespread in the Mission
District. Apartment buildings are generally located on a large lot and feature an arrangement of multiple
living units on each floor, all accessed through a common lobby. The majority of apartment buildings
constructed at this time were designed in the Classical Revival style, like 25 Guerrero. Other popular
styles included Craftsman, Mission, and Spanish Colonial Revival.

Although 25 Guerero Street's apartment building typology and Mission District location reflect a general
association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and reconstruction period of significance, the 1928
construction date places the building outside of the primary scope of the period of significance and

renders it unable to accurately embody this broad pattern of San Francisco's history.

Criterion 3:

The Classical Revival style began to emerge in the United States during the last quarter of the
nineteenth century. The Classical Revival became especially popular in San Francisco and the rest of
California between 1900 and 1910, where the Victorian-era styles had perhaps been carried to their
extreme. Many of the ornate Italianate, Eastlake and Queen Anne flats and re51dences destroyed in the 1906

rar ake and Fire were rebuilt in the more ch
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Characteristics of the Classical Revival style include ornamental plaster in the form of neoclassical
motifs, such as a cartouche and garlands in the upper portion of gables or on the spandrels panels of bay
windows, neoclassical pilasters at the corners or on the bay windows, bold neoclassical porticos supported
by fluted Corinthian columns, and large classically detailed cornices visually supported by modillions.

Although 25 Guerrero Street is an example of a Classical Revival style apartment building, and does
display well-preserved elements of the Classical Revival style, the building is a modest example of the
type and does not rise to the level of a building which embodies the "distinctive characteristics of a
type, period or method of construction."
