Built in 
ca. 1915, 100 Gough Street is a 4-story, wood frame, multiple family and commercial building designed in the Classical Revival 
style. The rectangular-plan building, clad in brick on the first story and stucco on the upper stories is capped by a flat roof. The 
foundation is not visible from the street.

Built circa 1885, 74-78 Webster St. is a three-story, wood-frame, multiple-family building designed in the Stick/Eastlake style. 
The rectangular-plan building, clad in wood drop siding and asbestos shingles, sits on a brick perimeter foundation and is 
capped by a hip roof. The primary façade faces west and is two bays wide. The ground-level story features a chamfered bay 
window in the left bay and a straight flight of wood steps in the right bay. The second story features a squared bay window in the 
left bay and a recessed entryway in the right bay capped by a domed fabric awning. The entryway contains wood panel doors 
with molded surrounds and transoms. The third story includes a squared bay window in the left bay capped by an overhanging 
gable pediment featuring brackets, decorative trusses and a sunburst motif panel. The right bay includes a single window. The 
façade terminates in a bracketed cornice and hip roof.

Built ca. 1885, 97-99 Webster St. is a two-story, wood-frame, mixed-use commercial and multiple-family building designed 
in the Stick/Eastlake style. The rectangular-plan building, clad in drop siding, is capped by a flat roof. The primary façade faces 
east along Webster St. and is three bays wide. The first floor features a recessed entryway at the far left bay containing a wood 
door with a transom and entablature. The remaining two bays contain a chamfered entry and glazed storefront featuring a plate-
glass, wood-sash, paneled bulkhead and a row of transoms. An entablature with an intermediate cornice caps the storefront. The 
second story is characterized by paired windows occupying the left and central bays.
