150 Haight Street is located on a 40’ x 120’ lot on the north side of Haight Street, between Laguna and Octavia Streets. Built in
1927, 150 Haight Street is a seven-story, reinforced concrete, multi-unit residential apartment building designed with a three-part
vertical block fagade and eclectic ornamentation in the Renaissance Revival style. The rectangular-plan building is clad in
concrete and capped by a flat roof. The primary facade faces south and is three bays wide. The ground floor is defined by
painted rusticated masonry, which includes a wood-panel garage door in the center bay and a gated, recessed main entry in the
right bay. This entry is framed by sculpted molding and a cornice and contains marble flooring and a glazed multi-panel wood
door with molded surrounds and sidelights. The second floor features three groupings of tripartite windows. In the center bay of
the second floor is a metal fire escape, which winds its way up the building to the roof. The third through sixth floors are
characterized by shallow semi-hexagonal bay windows in the left and right bays, and two single windows in the center bay.
Above the sixth floor windows are applied garland ornamentation and a belt course, which runs the length of the building around
the two bay windows.

This was one of the last developed lots on a block which had for many decades been characterized by
multi-story flats, apartment buildings and single family dwellings.

The architect Charles Oliver Clausen (1886-1973) was born and raised in California, and began his career
as a draftsman with the architectural firm Meyer & O’'Brien. He began his career designing apartment
buildings, flats, and single family homes primarily in the Mission Revival style. Examples include 2853-57
Clay in Pacific Heights (1910), 3600 Jackson in Presidio Heights (1918), and 1457 Jones on Russian Hill
(1913) . He partnered with F. Frederick Amandes from 1927-1933. In 1933, he reestablished his own practice,
designing single-family homes, including 50 San Rafael Way in St. Francis Woods (1935). Edward V. Lacey
was a building contractor responsible for constructing several apartment buildings in the Classical or
Renaissance Revival style in Hayes Valley during the mid-1920s. Lacey was also an active builder in the
Uptown Tenderloin District, where he frequently acted as owner and builder on a number of apartment
buildings in that area, often without using an architect.

According to the San Francisco Block Book, in 1920 this lot was owned by Ralph Strange, the manager of
Pacific 0il and Lead works. In 1922, Strange sold to his wife Edith, who sold to Lacey in 1926. After
construction of the building, Lacey sold to the Chabille Apartment Corporation. Ownership transferred
again in 1929 to John S. Lancer, and again in the same year to Peter Boonstra. In 1931, ownership passed
to Paul Eichart. The San Francisco City Directories list a variety of renters at this address over the
years, engaged in such occupations, in 1953, as painter and roofer. The building was constructed as an
apartment building, a usage that continues today.

150 Haight Street is an example of an apartment building, a type of building that became common in this
area during the first decades of the twentieth century. Apartment buildings are generally located on a
large lot with an arrangement of multiple living units on each floor, all accessed through a common lobby.
The majority of apartment buildings constructed at this time were designed in Revival styles, including
Classical, Renaissance, Mission, and Spanish Colonial Revival, as well as the Craftsman style.

Although 150 Haight Street's apartment building typology and Hayes Valley location reflect a general
association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and reconstruction period of significance, the 1926
construction date places the building outside of the primary scope of the period of significance and
renders it unable to accurately embody this broad pattern of San Francisco's history.

Integrity:

150 Haight Street has undergone few alterations since its 1926 construction. Original windows have been
removed above the first story and replaced with modern aluminum sash casement and fixed windows. The
original garage door on the ground floor has been removed and replaced with a modern wood panel overhead
garage door. Otherwise the building is intact. The building retains integrity of association, feeling,
workmanship, design, location and setting, but only partial integrity of materials due to the alteration
of the windows described above.

The building has been identified as a contributing property to the potential San Francisco State
Teacher’s College Apartments Historic District (see DPR 523 D form).

There is no architect of record for the building. The original owner is identified as John F. Hurney,
whose occupation was listed in city directories as the foreman of the ladies department at Buckingham &
Hurney. On February 25, 1921, Breezy Hurney sold the property to John & Winifred Coffaney. On January 31,
1922, Coffaney sold the property to Edwin T. Cooper. It appears that all other occupants were tenants.

The majority of the residential development in Hayes Valley from the 1870s onward appears to have been
the product of small-time builders or speculators, although large merchant builders like The Real Estate
Associates (TREA) were also very active. Founded in 1866 by William Hollis, TREA began building houses in
1870. Most of the 1,000+ houses that the company built throughout the Western Addition and Mission
districts were identical Italianate style, single-family, frame houses. Smaller builders emulated the TREA
formula by purchasing vacant plots of land, subdividing them into 25’-wide lots (if this had not already
occurred), and constructing as many houses as could be accommodated. Although there were often light wells
and set backs, the majority of the houses built in the Western Addition during the 1870s and 1880s abutted
their neighbors. They were also usually nearly identical in regard to plan and exterior detailing, giving
rise to San Francisco’s version of the eastern rowhouse. Not much is known about the architects active in
the area due to the scarcity of surviving building records and contracts. However, according to research
performed by historian William Kostura, it is known that several architects were active in the area during

Criterion C/3:

The Italianate style was the first national style to have a major effect on San Francisco’s built
environment. The Italianate craze first swept the United States during the 1840s and 1850s, initially as
romantic country villas popularized by influential tastemakers such as A. J. Downing. Gradually the style
filtered down to the middle classes and by the 1860s Italianate dwellings were being constructed
throughout most American communities, including the booming young city of San Francisco. The Italianate
style underwent some important changes after arriving in California. Unlike eastern and midwestern cities,
where the style was typically expressed in stone or brick, in California, due to lack of adequate supplies
of cut stone or lime, the style manifested itself in wood. The high cost of land also resulted in rowhouse
construction becoming the norm. The applied architectural elements, including the quoins at the corners of
the house and the over-sized brackets at the eaves, are decorative versions of the masonry reinforcements.
Signature elements of the Italianate style in San Francisco include bold brackets and entablatures, false
parapet roofs which conceal the gable roof, narrow vertically proportioned windows and doors with

The Emerson Dyer Apartments are located on the 62’ x 70’ northeast corner of Haight and Webster Streets. Built in 1923, the
Emerson Dyer Apratments are a four-story, wood frame, twelve-unit multiple-family apartment building, designed in the Classical
Revival style. The rectangular-plan building, clad in stucco with painted “rustication” at the street level, is capped by a flat roof.
The primary fagcade faces south and is four bays wide; while the secondary facade faces west and is five bays wide. On the
primary facade, the first floor features a wood-panel garage door in the first and fourth bays. In the center of the first floor is a
gated, recessed entry with paneled pilasters, which contains a glazed wood door flanked by sidelights.

The 1899 and 1913 Sanborn maps show that nearly the entire block was occupied by single-family row
houses with identical footprints. A Presbyterian Church was located on the opposite side of the block
along with several very large single-family dwellings. Three of the row houses at the corner were
demolished to make way for 398 Haight Street.

Edward Cox (1861-1948) and his brother Levitt H. Cox (1868-1950) moved to San Francisco from Winslow,
Illinois during the 1890s.

Conclusion:

398 Haight Street does not appear eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places, the
California Register of Historical Resources or local designation under any criterion. Although the
building location and typology reflect an association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and Reconstruction
period of significance, the 1923 construction date places the building outside of the primary scope of
this broad pattern of San Francisco's history. Nor does the building embody the distinctive
characteristics of a type, period or method of construction. It is not the work of a master, nor does it
possess high artistic values.

However, as a well-preserved and intact example of an apartment building designed in the Classical
Revival style and constructed in 1923 in Hayes Valley, the the building retains sufficient character
defining features to merit special consideration in local planning.

The building was constructed as an apartment building, a use pattern which it retains today.

Architect Herman C. Baumann (1890-1960) was born in Oakland, CA and raised in the Potrero district of
San Francisco. During the first five years of his career, he designed over 500 apartment buildings.
Notable apartment buildings include the 22-story Bellaire at the southwest corner of Green and Leavenworth
and the 15-story Bellevue Staten apartments on Lake Merritt in Oakland. His partner, engineer Edward Jose,
assisted with the design of many of these buildings. During World War II, Baumann worked for the Bureau of
Yards and Docks of the U.S. Navy and designed many of the buildings at Mare Island Navy Yard, Port Chicago
and Hunter’s Point.

B10: Significance (continued)

The original owner is identified as John F. Hurney, whose occupation is listed as the foreman of the
ladies department at Buckingham & Hurney. On February 25, 1921, Breezy Hurney sold the property to John &
Winifred Coffaney. On January 31, 1922 Coffaney sold the property to Edwin T. Cooper. It appears that all
other occupants were tenants.

The majority of the residential development in Hayes Valley from the 1870s onward appears to have been
the product of small-time builders or speculators, although large merchant builders like The Real Estate
Associates (TREA) were also very active. Founded in 1866 by William Hollis, TREA began building houses in
1870. Most of the 1,000+ houses that the company built throughout the Western Addition and Mission
districts were identical Italianate style, single-family, frame houses. Smaller builders emulated the TREA
formula by purchasing vacant plots of land, subdividing them into 25’-wide lots (if this had not already
occurred), and constructing as many houses as could be accommodated. Although there were often light wells
and set backs, the majority of the houses built in the Western Addition during the 1870s and 1880s abutted
their neighbors. They were also usually nearly identical in regard to plan and exterior detailing, giving
rise to San Francisco’s version of the eastern rowhouse. Not much is known about the architects active in
the area due to the scarcity of surviving building records and contracts. However, according to research
performed by historian William Kostura, it is known that several architects were active in the area during
the 1880s, particularly John Marquis, Absolom J. Barnett, and Henry Geilfuss.

Criterion C/3:

The Italianate style was the first national style to have a major effect on San Francisco’s built
environment. The Italianate craze first swept the United States during the 1840s and 1850s, initially as
romantic country villas popularized by influential tastemakers such as A. J. Downing. Gradually the style
filtered down to the middle classes and by the 1860s Italianate rowhouses were being constructed
throughout most American communities, including the booming young city of San Francisco. The Italianate
style underwent some important changes after arriving in California. Unlike eastern and midwestern cities,
where the style was typically expressed in stone or brick, in California, due to lack of adequate supplies
of cut stone or lime, the style manifested itself in wood. The applied architectural elements, including
the quoins at the corners of the house and the over-sized brackets at the eaves, are decorative versions
of the masonry reinforcements. Signature elements of the Italianate style in San Francisco include bold
brackets and entablatures, false parapet roofs which conceal the gable roof, narrow vertically
proportioned windows and doors with projecting bracketed hoods.

With its Italianate ornamentation consisting of colonnettes, molded surrounds, molded spandrel panels,
entablatures and cartouche ornaments; and parapet wall detailed with an entablature, recessed panels,
dentils, modillions with bracket extensions, and a projecting cornice, 53-57 Haight Street is an intact
and well-preserved example of an Italianate rowhouse.

Integrity:

53-57 Haight Street appears to have undergone no substantial alterations. Character-defining features
include its three-story height and rectangular massing, its set-back from the street, shiplap wood siding,
fenestration pattern with two three-story, semi-hexagonal bay windows with arched, double-hung, wood-sash
windows and molded surrounds in the outer bays; and brackets that support a coved cornice; central wood
staircase in the central bay with two wood-panel doors with molded surrounds and arched transoms capped by
an entablature and door hood supported by ornamental brackets; Italianate ornamentation consisting of
colonnettes, molded surrounds, sculpted spandrel panels, entablatures and cartouche ornaments; and parapet
wall detailed with an entablature, sculpted panels, dentils, modillions with bracket extensions, and a
projecting cornice. 53-57 Haight Street retains integrity of location, design, materials, workmanship,
feeling and association. It does not retain integrity of setting as most of the surrounding buildings are
contemporary.

Conclusion:

The building appears eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places under Criterion A
and the California Register of Historical Resources under Criterion 1 as 53-57 Haight Street was part of a
wave of rowhouse development by real estate firms that occurred in Hayes Valley in the mid-1870s. The
building clearly expresses its association with a broad pattern of San Francisco's history. It also
appears eligible under Criterion C and Criterion 3 (Design/Construction) as an intact and well-preserved
example of an Italianate rowhouse. With its height and massing, set-back from the street, and period
ornamentation, 53-57 Haight Street embodies the distinctive characteristics of a type, period, or method
of construction.

Character Defining Features:

Character-defining features include: three-story height and rectangular massing; its set-back from the
street; shiplap wood siding; fenestration pattern with two three-story, semi-hexagonal bay windows with
arched, double-hung, wood-sash windows and molded surrounds in the outer bays and brackets that support a
coved cornice; central wood staircase in the central bay with two wood-panel doors with molded surrounds
and arched transoms capped by an entablature and door hood supported by ornamental brackets; Italianate
ornamentation consisting of colonnettes, molded surrounds, sculpted spandrel panels, entablatures and
cartouche ornaments; and parapet wall detailed with an entablature, sculpted panels, dentils, modillions
with bracket extensions, and a projecting cornice.

67-71 Haight St. is located on a 25’ x 61’ lot on the south side of Haight Street, between Gough and Octavia Streets. Built in
1952, 67-71 Haight St is a 2-story, wood frame commercial building. The rectangular-plan building, clad in smooth stucco siding
on the primary facade and asbestos siding on the side and rear facades, is capped by a flat roof. The foundation is not visible.
The primary fagade faces north and is 3 bays wide. The left bay of the first floor features an entrance with a glazed wood door
and transom set adjacent to and a 16-light fixed metal window. The right bay contains an entrance with a glazed wood door. The
second story features a sliding vinyl window in each bay. The primary facade terminates in a plain roofline. Side elevations have
no envelope openings. The building appears to be in good condition.

Leon went on to serve as engineer for many important San Francisco buildings and structures, a few of
which are the Warfield, Castro and Fox theaters, the Kaiser Shipyards, and the Golden Gate Bridge. Leon's
son Byron L. Nishkian took over his father's firm in 1947, serving as engineer for the Bank of Hong Kong
and Bank of America buildings, Hilton Hotel, and Marine World. His personal interest in skiing led him to
design and develop Alpine Meadows Ski Area. Byron was succeeded by his son Levon H. Nishkian in 1981.

Prior to construction of this building, the lot contained a two-story dwelling, constructed in the
1870s, a building typology which at that time characterized the block. The 1913 Sanborn map shows that
the dwelling had been divided into two flats. The 1950 Sanborn map shows that the dwelling had been
divided into three flats. After demolition associated with the expansion of the freeway system, a permit
was filed in 1951 for construction of the extant building at 67-71 Haight Street, a one-story building
with no basement to be used for storage by the Herbst Brothers. Sales ledgers show that J. Elwood Frates,
a dentist, and Lucienne Frates acquired the property on January 27, 1956. At some point a second story was
added to the building; however, no permits were found for that work. The building was constructed as
commercial storage and is now used as a residential building.

In 1951, the Board of Supervisors adopted the San Francisco Trafficways Plan which called for the
construction by the State Division of Highways (Caltrans) of a network of limited access freeways across
the City, with the intent of effortlessly linking Peninsula commuters to Downtown, the Bay Bridge, and the
Golden Gate Bridge. Construction of San Francisco's freeway system got underway in the early 1950s,
beginning with the opening of a large section of the Bayshore Freeway from Alemany Boulevard to Seventh
and Bryant Streets. Construction began on the Embarcadero and Central Freeway, offshoots of the Bayshore
Freeway, in 1956 and was partially completed in 1958 when the Freeway Revolt began in earnest. San
Franciscans began to react to the destruction of hundreds of buildings along the rights-of-way of the
Embarcadero and Central Freeways. In 1959, the Board of Supervisors voted to cancel seven out of ten of
the planned new freeways, stopping the extension of the Central Freeway in its tracks. 67-71 Haight is
located along the path of the Central Freeway and is associated with the freeway construction in the
1950s. The two-story plus basement dwelling shown on the 1899, 1913, and 1950 Sanborn maps was likely

67-71 Haight Street, with its 1951 construction date, Hayes valley location and known association with
the pattern of freeway expansion, shows an association with a broad pattern of San Francisco history.

Integrity:

67-71 Haight Street has experienced significant alteration since its 1951 construction, including the
addition of a second story. Other alterations include the insertion of two modern glazed vinyl doors with
vinyl sash transoms. The building retains integrity of location, as it has not been moved, but no longer
retains integrity of setting, design, materials, workmanship, feeling, or association.
