100 Hermann St. is located on a 90’ x 35’ lot on the north side of Hermann Street, between Webster and Buchanan Streets. Built
in 1922, 100 Hermann St. is a 3-story, wood frame, multiple family residential building with 3 units, designed in the
Mediterranean Revival style. The rectangular-plan building, clad in stucco and brick veneer, is capped by a flat roof. The primary
fagade faces south and is 9 bays wide. The secondary fagade faces east, is two bays wide. The first floor features a Flemish
bond brick veneer base, three single windows in the left bays, and two single windows in the right bays. The central bay contains
an arched entrance outlined in brick with a cartouche enclosed within a tympanum, decorative brackets and rope molding. The
upper two floors have asymmetrical fenestration consisting of 6-over-1 and 2-over-1, double-hung, wood windows of various
sizes and configureations. The second floor windows in the center bays have arched pediments with cartouches.The centermost
bay of the second story includes a casement window with arched transom. The third floor includes paired arched casement
windows with a balconette in the left bay. The primary facade terminates in a cornice with modillion blocks and a false parapet
with coping. The secondary elevation has three garage entrances on the first story and three-part windows with double-hung,
wood sash in both bays of the upper stories. The second-story windows have arched, recessed pediments over the center
windows with wreath and garland ornament. The elevation has the same roofline details as the fagade. The building appears to
be in good condition. It is located within the Hayes Valley Residential Historic District but is a non-contributor.

In 1913 the lot was still vacant, though the neighborhood had shifted to mainly flats and single family
dwellings converted to flats. The 1950 Sanborn map shows the present building, as well as flats, some
larger apartment buildings and a few single-family dwellings occupying the adjacent lots. The building was
constructed as an apartment building, a use pattern which it retains today. Through the 1930s, 1940 and
1950s, city directories describe a mix of male and female renters.

Although the Lower Haight was largely undamaged by the 1906 Earthquake and resultant fire, the
neighborhood was transformed from a middle-class neighborhood of single-family homes before the quake into
a more densely populated area of multi-family apartments and flats. Based on information from the 1913-15
Sanborn map, it appears that many single-family residences that appeared on the 1899 Sanborn map were torn
down and replaced with larger flats and apartment buildings. Additionally, empty lots were developed and
formerly generous single-family lots subdivided.

100 Herman Street is an example of an apartment building, a building type that became common in the area
during the 1906 Earthquake and Fire Reconstruction period of significance. Apartment buildings are
generally located on a large lot with an arrangement of multiple living units on each floor, all accessed
through a common lobby. The majority of apartment buildings constructed at this time were designed in
Revival styles, including Classical, Mission, Mediterranean, and Spanish Colonial Revival, as well as the
Craftsman style.

100 Hermann Street, with its 1922 construction date, Lower Haight locations, and apartment building
typology, clearly expresses an association with a broad pattern of San Francisco history.

Criterion 3:

Frederick H. Meyer and Albin R. Johnson worked together from 1920-1926. Fredrick H. Meyer (1876-1961)
was a San Francisco native who had no formal architectural training, instead learning his trade through
apprenticeships. In 1911, Meyer was appointed, along with John Galen Howard and John Reid, Jr. to lay out
the plan for building a new Civic Center. They conducted the competition that lead to the design of the
current City Hall and, in 1915, designed the Exposition Auditorium (now the Bill Graham Civic Auditorium)
on the south side of the Civic Center. Among his most notable buildings are the Humboldt Bank and the
Monadnock Buildings, tall buildings for their time, recognized for their innovative use of large glass
areas and incorporation of fire-safety designs and equipment. He also designed numerous projects for San
Francisco General Hospital and Pacific Gas & Electric Company. During World War II, Meyer was appointed
San Francisco’s Administrator of Defense Transportation. He was a Regional Director of the American
Institute of Architects, and was the president of the State Board of Architectural Examiners from 1928
-1930 and 1936-1937. Albin R. Johnson (1879-1926) was a native of Oakland. Seemingly not as prominent as
Frederick Meyer, little biographical information is available for Johnson.

Part of a general return to traditionalism that occurred in housing between the two world wars,
Mediterranean Revival is an eclectic design style that was first introduced in the United States around
the turn of the 19th Century, and came into prominence in the 1920s and 1930s. The style reflects the
architectural influences of the Mediterranean coast, including Italian, Byzantine, French, and Moorish
themes from southern Spain. In San Francisco, the Mediterranean Revival was often adapted to fit the urban
rowhome typology in a simplified manner, with a garage opening at street level, a row of windows that
nearly spans the width of the facade at the first floor, and an entrance set to the side of the main
elevation. Facades are sometimes spare in detailing, or ornamentation can incorporate historicist details.
Mediterranean Revival is generally characterized by stuccoed wall surfaces, flat or low-pitched roofs with
terra cotta or red tile roo elements, arched openings and fenestration, scrolled or tile-capped parapet
walls and articulated door and window surrounds with applied decoration. Balconies and other elements made
of cast iron are also typical.

100 Hermann Street lacks important characteristics of the Mediterranean Revival style such as red roof
tiles, articulated surrounds, and shaped parapets. (continued)

168-172 Hermann Street. is located on a 25’ x 137’ lot on the north side of Hermann Street, between Webster and Buchanan
Streets. Built in 1880, 168-172 Hermann Street is a three-story, wood frame, four-unit multiple family residential building,
designed in extensively modified Stick/Eastlake style. The primary fagade of the rectangular-plan building has been stripped of
its original details and is clad in stucco, while its west side retains the more decorative features and wood siding of the
Stick/Eastlake style. The building is capped by a flat roof. The primary facade faces south and is two bays wide. An addition at
the ground level occupies the left bay, while a clay tile-clad staircase occupies the right bay. The ground floor addition features
horizontal, vinyl-sash ribbon windows and a shed roof. The clay tile stair leads up to the entry porch on the right bay of the
second floor, which is framed by a large arched opening and capped by an asphalt shingle pent roof. This entry porch contains
single-panel glazed, wood double doors surmounted by a transom and molded surrounds. To the left of this porch, in the left bay
of the second floor, is a two-story semi-hexagonal bay window, which features a small metal fire escape at the third floor and is
capped by a pediment and hipped pent roof.

Laid out in 1856 as part of the Western Addition, the area known today as the Lower Haight began to
develop during the early 1880s after cable car service opened along Haight Street. The section of the
Lower Haight within the Survey Area was not built up until the late 1890s when the City ceded the northern
half of Duboce Park to a plaintiff in a lawsuit, who then subsequently subdivided and developed the area.

The 1899 Sanborn map shows that the present building was a single family dwelling with a cottage in the
rear in a neighborhood of mostly single-family dwellings and some flats. The 1913 Sanborn map shows that
the building remains a single-family dwelling with a cottage in the rear. The surrounding neighborhood
consists of mostly flats, this could be a mistake in the Sanborn map. By 1950 the Sanborn map shows that
the building contains two flats with many flats and only a few single family dwellings occupying the
adjacent parcels.

Integrity:

168-172 Hermann Street appears to have undergone significant alterations since its construction,
including stucco cladding on the facade, replacement l-over-1 double-hung or casement vinyl-sash windows
with molded surrounds and transoms, garage addition on ground level, and terra cotta tile cladding on the
entry stairs. The building retains integrity of location, as it has not been moved. Although adjacent
buildings appear to have been constructed during the same time period, 168-172 Hermann Street does not
retain integrity of setting because those adjacent buildings also have been heavily altered.

In addition, the building does not retain integrity of materials, design, workmanship, feeling, or
association due to the significant alterations described above.

Conclusion:

168-172 Hermann Street does not appear to be eligible for the National Register of Historic Places,
California Register of Historical Resources or local designation under any criterion. Although the
construction date and building location demonstrate an association with the Gilded Age of Merchant
Builders context, it no longer accurately expresses this association due to the alterations to the
exterior. As the building no longer conveys its original appearance at the time of construction, it does
not clearly express an association with any broad pattern of events in San Francisco history or the State
of California or significant persons, nor does it represent the work of master architects. It no longer
embodies the distinctive characteristics of a type, period, region, or method of construction, and it does
not possesses high artistic values.

Additionally, 168-172 Hermann Street is located in the Hayes Valley Residential Historic District but is
non-contributing.

In 1953, renters included Felix Matson, Josephine Nevala and Lewis Nelson. The building was constructed
as residential flats, a usage which it retains today.

Laid out in 1856 as part of the Western Addition, the area known today as the Lower Haight began to
develop during the early 1880s after cable car service opened along Haight Street. The section of the
Lower Haight within the Survey Area was not built up until the late 1890s when the City ceded the northern
half of Duboce Park to a plaintiff in a lawsuit, who then subsequently subdivided and developed the area.
174-178 Hermann Street, with its 1898 construction date, Lower Haight location, and building typology,
clearly reflects an association with a broad pattern of San Francisco history.

Integrity:

174-178 Hermann Street has undergone significant alterations since its construction, including the
removal of all original decorative details and re-cladding in stucco; replacement of windows sash and
surrounds now composed of aluminum-sash casement windows with molded surrounds, transoms and thin wood
sills; and reconfiguration and reconstruction of the entrance stairs. The building retains integrity of
location, as it has not been moved. Although adjacent buildings appear to have been constructed during the
same time period, 174-178 Hermann Street does not retain integrity of setting because those adjacent
buildings have also been heavily altered. In addition, the building does not retain integrity of
materials, design, association, workmanship, feeling, or association due to the significant alterations
described above.

Architect Angus M. McSweeney (1901-1971) was born in Pennsylvania and studied the Beaux Arts movement at
the University of Oregon. He was an associate at the renowned architecture firm of Willis Polk until its
dissolution in 1934. His notable buildings include the Lloyd C. Simpson House in Hillsborough (1929) and
Stonestown Mall (1952). McSweeney was also one of three local architects involved in the design of the
Cathedral of St. Mary of the Assumption (1971).

This block of Hermann Street remained ungraded until the 1920s. When it was opened, new construction was
characterized by large apartment buildings. By 1950, the Sanborn map shows that the hill has been graded
and Buchanan Street extends to Market Street. In addition, several buildings had been constructed,
including the two buildings on either side of this site. 65 Hermann Street, though smaller than the
adjacent buildings, is associated with this broad pattern of San Francisco history.
