10-12 Sharon Street is located on a 3,123 square-foot lot on the west side of Sharon Street, between 16th and 15th Streets. Built 
in 1905, 10-12 Sharon Street is a 3.5-story, wood frame, multiple-family residential building containing 2 flats designed in the 
Queen Anne style. The rectangular-plan building, clad in clapboard siding, sits on a reinforced concrete, perimeter foundation 
and is capped by a gable roof. The primary façade faces east and is two bays wide. The ground level has an integral garage in 
the left bay and a wood stairway in the right bay leading up to the main entrance on the second floor. The main entrance is 
sheltered inside an integral porch with a portico formed by squared columns and entablature. The porch shelters two glazed, 
wood doors with transoms and pilaster divider. Above the garage, the left bay features a two-story bay window with double-hung 
wood windows, spandrel panels, Ionic pilaster surrounds, and intermediary frieze and cornice. A similar bay window is set in the 
right bay of the third story. The gable half story is separated from the lower stories by a frieze with garland ornament and egg-
and-dart cornice.

The Nolans never lived at this address, instead leasing the two units to various renters. In 1905,


renters included John Libby, a drayman, and Mrs. M. Overstreet, a widow. The property was purchased by A. 
S. Pembroke in 1906, who did not reside at the address and likely rented it out. By 1920, the property 
belonged to Kate L. Bailey, who also owned the property at 8 Sharon Street and did not reside at this
address. Kate Bailey may have had a relation to the original owner of 8 Sharon Street, a carpenter named
Warren Bailey. The 1953 City Directory lists Mercedes Venegas at 10 Sharon Street and Nicholas Venegas at 
12 Sharon Street. The building was constructed as a two-story dwelling containing two flats, a use which
it retains today.
The Eureka Valley/Castro neighborhood experienced intensive residential development after the opening of


the Market & Castro Street Cable Car line in 1886 and continued to grow gradually over the next 15 years
until the 1906 Earthquake when development took off. The 1904 construction date of the building combined
with its location proximate to Market Street, its building typology as residential/flats, and the presence 
of an identical building directly to the north reflect its association with this trend of residential
development.
Criterion 3:
Although there is no architect of record for 10-12 Sharon Street, the relatively sophisticated design


suggests that the building was constructed by an experienced builder. 
The Queen Anne style originated in England in the 1870s with the work of Richard Norman Shaw, although


the name refers to the architecture produced during the reign of Queen Anne of England (1702-14), a mode
characterized by a blend of late medieval forms and classical ornament. Shaw’s much-published English
country houses proved to be very influential on American architects and builders during the last decade of 
the nineteenth century. Similar to the Stick/Eastlake style, the Queen Anne style first caught in the
United States after the Centennial Exposition of 1876, at which the British government put up two half- 
timbered buildings to house their on-site staff. The Queen Anne or “Free Classic” style took America by
storm, particularly in the design of large summer residences. With its picturesque turrets, porches and
dormers, the Queen Anne was well-suited to large lots and it became very popular in semi-rural commuter
suburbs surrounding Boston, New York, Philadelphia and Chicago. Gradually, speculators brought the style
to the masses in the form of urban rowhouses and larger dwellings for the middle and upper-middle urban
residents.
The Queen Anne style is principally about asymmetry, picturesque massing and a variety of color and


materials. In San Francisco, the Queen Anne style was gradually adapted to both large freestanding
residences as well as the more common standardized 25’ wide urban rowhouse. Similar to the Eastlake style, 
virtually all of the ornament was placed on the primary façade, particularly on the bay windows and around
the primary entrance. In contrast to earlier styles, Queen Anne style rowhouses in San Francisco typically
have gable-end roofs, large recessed porches supported by elaborately turned columns and embellished with
spindle screens. In addition to the standard rustic channel siding, many San Francisco Queen Annes
featured a variety of exterior cladding and finishes, including decorative shingles, flush wood siding,
and decorative plaster finishes. More elaborate examples have turrets, decorative tile work and chimneys,
integral balconies and other quintessentially Queen Anne details. In San Francisco, the Queen Anne style
also manifested itself in smaller speculative cottages built for the working classes, many of which can be
found in the City’s outlying neighborhoods.
10-12 Sharon Street is a well preserved example of the Queen Anne style, applied to the


residential/flats building typology. The building has no major alterations and retains adequate character
defining features which accurately convey the type, period and method of construction.

appears unchanged, and retains the majority of its character-defining features, including its three-and-a-
half story height and rectangular massing, clapboard siding, glazed wood doors with transoms, entry
portico featuring squared Ionic columns and entablature, canted bays with spandrel panels, double-hung
wood windows, frieze with garland ornament and egg and-dart cornice, and molded raking cornice with dentil
molding.

Reverend Haterius resided at 1328 Mission Street, and there is no evidence that the building at 1919


-1925 15th Street was used as a residence for pastors of the church. By 1904, the Block Book lists the
property as owned by William A. Harvey, a physician and surgeon.

municipal sites in California, including the Bernal Heights School (1919) on Cortland Avenue between
Andover and Moultrie Streets, and a large municipal swimming pool (1920) in Colusa, California, as well as
privately owned buildings including 360-370 Turk Street (1922) for the Miller Moving and Storage Co.

2019-2025 15th Street is a well preserved example of the Stick/Eastlake style, and is slightly unusual


in its configuration as a conjoined double building. The building retains character defining features,
described below, which accurately convey the type, period and method of construction.
Integrity:
 Alterations include the insertion of two single car garages at the first story. Otherwise, the facade


appears unchanged. The building retains all aspects of integrity: location, design, setting, feeling,
association, materials and workmanship.
Conclusion:
2019-2025 15th Street appears eligible for listing in the California Register under Criterion 1 (Event)


and Criterion 3 (Design/Construction) as a well-preserved example of a Stick/Eastlake residential/flats
building constructed in the Eureka Valley/Castro neighborhood during the Gilded Age Merchant Builders
period of significance.  The building clearly expresses its association with a broad pattern of San
Francisco's history and embodies the distinctive characteristics of its type, period and method of
construction.

In 1910, the Census recorded George Root, a druggist, and his wife renting at this address, as well as


Eugene Pfaffle, a cigar dealer, and his family. The 1920 Census records two families renting. The 1936 and
1940 City Directories list Thomas Hatton renting, and by 1953, James Wright, a clerk with the Western
Pacific Railroad, was renting. The building continues to be configured as a four-unit residential
building.
The Eureka Valley/Castro neighborhood experienced intensive residential development after the opening of


the Market & Castro Street Cable Car line in 1886. The 1905 construction date of the building combined
with its building typology (residential/flats) and location proximate to Market Street reflect its
association with this trend of residential development.
Criterion 3:
The firm of John & Zimmerman (Emil John and Robert Zimmerman) was located at 927 Market Street at the


time they undertook the design and construction of 2047 15th Street. John was practicing as an architect
in San Francisco as early as 1894. After the 1906 Earthquake and fire, the firm seems to have split, with
both men listed as solo practitioners in 1908. Emil John is the architect of the Hotel Kinney (1907), at
410 Eddy Street.
The Classical Revival style enjoyed a high level of popularity in the United States from the mid-1890s


until 1915. The style began to emerge during the last quarter of the 19th Century as a reaction against
the excessive and undisciplined nature of the “picturesque” Queen Anne style. The Classical Revival became
especially popular in San Francisco and the rest of California between 1900 and 1910, where the Victorian-
era styles had perhaps been carried to their extreme. Prominent architectural features of the style
include: bold neoclassical porticos supported by fluted Corinthian columns, Palladian and oval windows,
dormers, shutters and large classically detailed cornices visually supported by modillions. Frequently
ornamental plaster ornaments in the form of neoclassical motifs, such as a cartouche, are placed in the
upper portion of gables or on the spandrel panels of bay windows.
2047 15th Street is a well preserved example of the Classical Revival style, applied to the 


residential/flats building typology. The building has no major alterations and retains adequate character
defining features which accurately convey the type, period and method of construction.
Integrity:
The facades appear unchanged, and retains all of their character defining features. The building retains


all aspects of integrity: location, design, setting, feeling, association, materials and workmanship.
Conclusion:
2047 15th Street appears eligible for listing in the California Register under Criterion 1 (Event) and


Criterion 3 (Design/Construction) as a well-preserved example of a Classical Revival residential/flats
building constructed in the Eureka Valley/Castro neighborhood during the Gilded Age Merchant Builders
period of significance. The building clearly expresses its association with a broad pattern of San
Francisco's history, and embodies the distinctive characteristics of its type, period and method of
construction.
Additionally, 2047 15th Street has been identified as a contributing property located in the Mission


Dolores Neighborhood Association survey area, adopted by the San Francisco Historic Preservation
Commission on March 17, 2010.

Character defining features include two-story height and rectangular massing, flush wood siding, arched


entry porch, Ionic pilasters, colonettes and molded surrounds with keystones, paneled wood entry doors
with transoms, a continuous spandrel panel, a rounded corner bay window with a sculpted frieze, double-
hung wood sash windows and a deeply projecting cornice.

Although the
footprint of the building remains identical on the Sanborn Map from 1889 through 1950, at some point a
rear addition was built, accessed via a below-grade entrance at the left setback. The building was
constructed as a single family dwelling and is currently used as residential flats.

Samuel C. Hermon did not have an architectural office in San Francisco and research has revealed no


further information about him.
Prior to construction of the extant building, this lot had stood vacant since at least 1899. The 1913


Sanborn map shows it as one of the last remaining vacant lots on the block. Silvio Zambelli resided here
through at least 1945, at which time he was operating a restaurant downtown. The 1950 Sanborn Map
describes the building as a two-story over basement apartment building containing five apartments, with a 
garage at the rear of the lot.

Criterion 3:
Although there is no architect of record for 253 Sanchez Street, the relatively sophisticated design 


suggests that the building was constructed by an experienced builder.
In San Francisco, the Stick/Eastlake style was primarily an ornamental style applied to the already


well-established urban rowhouse prototype. Nearly identical in proportion to the bay-windowed Italianate,
the San Francisco Stick/Eastlake style dwelling was usually two stories and the façade two bays in width.
The façade of the San Francisco Stick/Eastlake style rowhouse is typically dominated by a two-story,
rectilinear bay window. The style is primarily distinguished by the enthusiastic application of flat
strips of wood around windows and doors and elsewhere to express the underlying structural frame. The
ornamental detailing is much more imaginative and non-naturalistic, incorporating so-called “Eastlake”
millwork detailing such as sunburst-motif brackets, rosettes, florid vegetal motifs and even more
excessive imagery. Most of the exterior detailing was obtained from local mills or ordered from catalogs.
The roofline of the San Francisco Stick/Eastlake typically received a great deal of attention, with
applied ornamental trusswork and false gable roofs. San Francisco Stick/Eastlake style dwellings were
constructed in San Francisco between roughly 1880 and 1890.
253 Sanchez Street is a very well-preserved example of the Stick/Eastlake style applied to the single-


family rowhouse typology. The building has no major alterations and retains adequate character defining
features which accurately convey the type, period and method of construction.
Integrity:
Alterations include the insertion of a single car garage below street grade at the exposed basement.


Otherwise, the facade appears unchanged, and retains character-defining features including its height and
massing, horizontal wood shiplap siding, straight entry stairs with turned balustrade, paneled entry
porch, double glazed wood doors with a transom window and a bracketed hood, double-height rectilinear bay
window with spandrel panels, bracket extensions along the window jambs, sunburst ornaments, double-hung
wood sash windows, and a paneled frieze and bracketed cornice. The building retains all aspects of
integrity: location, design, setting, feeling, association, materials and workmanship.
Conclusion:
253 Sanchez Street appears eligible for listing in the California Register under Criterion 1 (Event) as


a building associated with the residential development of the Upper Market Area after the opening of the
Market Street Railroad's Castro line. The building appears eligible under Criterion 3
(Design/Construction) as a well-preserved and excellent example of a Stick/Eastlake-style single family
dwelling constructed in the Eureka Valley/Castro neighborhood during the Gilded Age Merchant Builders
period of significance. The building clearly expresses its association with a broad pattern of San
Francisco's history, and embodies the distinctive characteristics of its type, period and method of
construction.
Additionally, 253 Sanchez Street has been identified as a contributing property located in the Mission


Dolores Neighborhood Association survey area, adopted by the San Francisco Historic Preservation
Commission on March 17, 2010.

The builder Henry Doelger is primarily known as a housing developer associated with the development of

the corner of 7th Avenue and Hugo Street. Doelger ran a hot dog stand on the corner of Seventh Avenue and
Lincoln Way and used most of his profits to buy land in the Sunset District. In the 1920, he and his
brother Frank, formed the Doelger Brothers and began building and selling homes. The Doelgers built their
first homes, about 25 of them, on 39th Avenue in 1926. Henry Doelger is best known for the houses he built 
in a large concentrated area, approximately from 27th to 39th Avenues between Kirkham and Ortega Streets.
This area was sometimes called "Doelger City." Because of the newly-created Federal Housing Administration 
and the affordable homes built by Doelger, purchasing a home became realistic for middle-income buyers.

  Part of a general return to traditionalism that occurred in housing between the two world wars, the


Mediterranean Revival style is an eclectic mode that was first introduced in the United States around the
turn of the 20th Century and came into prominence in the 1920s and 1930s. The style reflects the
architectural influences of the Mediterranean coast, including Italian, Byzantine, French, and Moorish
themes from southern Spain. In San Francisco, the Mediterranean Revival was often adapted to fit the urban
rowhome typology in a simplified manner, with a garage opening at street level, a row of windows that
nearly spans the width of the façade at the first floor, and an entrance set to the side of the main
elevation.

units. The building was constructed as a single-family dwelling and is currently configured as a
residential/flats building.
The Eureka Valley/Castro neighborhood experienced intensive residential development after the opening of

In 1910, there were three families recorded as renters: Joe Endelatz, a saloon keeper, and his wife;


Charles Anderson, a shoe dealer, and his family and three lodgers; and William Parker, a machinist, and
his wife and two lodgers. In 1920, Charles Anderson was still a renter here, as well as two other new
families. In 1923, Hannah Stanquist sold the building to Charles Anderson. In 1930, Anderson and his
family continued to reside at this address, as did two other renting families. Through 1950, descendants
of Charles Anderson were still at this address, as well as various new renters.
 The Eureka Valley/Castro neighborhood survived the Earthquake largely intact, and escaped the ravages


of the resultant fire completely. The still-rural district filled an important role after the disaster,
supplying much of the milk, vegetables, and meat consumed by homeless refugees filling the city’s parks.
As refugees began seeking permanent housing, the neighborhood quickly lost its semi-rural nature and
became crowded with residential housing development.  The rapid construction of cottages, flats and multi-
unit residential buildings characterized the neighborhood after 1906. The 1909 construction date of 53-55
Landers Street, coupled with its building typology, location and similarity with the buildings directly
around it clearly reflect its association with this broad historical trend of residential development.
Criterion 3:
Although there is no architect of record for 53-55 Landers Street, the relatively sophisticated design


suggests that the building was constructed by an experienced builder, possibly the original owner Victor
Stanquist of Stanquist & Forbes Concrete Construction. The Eureka Valley neighborhood was largely 
developed by Scandinavian-born builders like Stanquist.
 The Mission Revival style grew from the desire to reflect California's indigenous design influences—


namely the Spanish and Mexican-era missions - rather than importing design influences from the East Coast.
By the early 1900s, the Mission Revival style was popular throughout the western United States, in part
due to the recent Panama-California Exposition in San Diego in 1915. Features associated with the Mission
Revival style include broad overhanging eaves, shaped parapets, arched entries and windows, and exposed
rafters. Cladding is usually either stucco and/or clinker brick or flush wood siding like 53-55 Landers.
53-55 Landers Street retains sufficient character-defining features to accurately convey the aesthetic and
historic sense of the Mission Revival style and its method of construction.
Integrity:
53-55 Landers Street appears unaltered, retaining all of its character-defining features, including its


four-story height and rectangular massing, horizontal flush wood siding, arched entry porch with recessed
stairway, marble base, wood paneling, and two glazed wood doors; elliptical arched, wood-sash window
groups; projecting intermediate cornice with oversized arcuated moldings, canted bay windows with double-
hung, twelve-over-one wood sash windows, rafter tails at the sills and corbelled sills, and a shaped false
parapet with coping. The building retains the following aspects of integrity: design, materials, setting,
location, feeling, association, and workmanship.
Conclusion:
53-55 Landers Street appears eligible for listing in the California Register under Criterion 1 (Event)


and Criterion 3 (Design/Construction) as a well-preserved example of a Mission Revival-style 
residential/flats building constructed in the Eureka Valley/Castro neighborhood during the 1906 Earthquake
and Fire and Reconstruction period of significance. The building clearly expresses its association with a
broad pattern of San Francisco history, and embodies the distinctive characteristics of its type, period
and method of construction.

Built in 1923, 
59 Landers Street is a 4-story, reinforced concrete, 6-unit, multiple-family dwelling. The rectangular-plan building, clad in stucco 
with brick veneer, sits on a reinforced concrete, slab foundation and is capped by a flat roof with a metal chimney. The primary 
façade faces west and is 3 bays wide. The right bay of the ground floor features an arched tunnel entry to a detached garage at 
the rear of the lot. A secondary entry is set on the left side of the arch and has a paneled, glazed door. The left bay features an 
identical arch to a recessed, paneled porch with a glazed, wooden door with sidelights. A single arched window with divided 
casement sash is set between the entries. The upper 3 stories are clad in smooth stucco and are generally characterized by bay 
windows in the outer composed of eight-over-eight, double-hung, wood-sash with lug sills. The center bay has single, flush 
windows with four-over-four, wood, double-hung sash. The primary façade terminates in an entablature with projecting cornice.

In 1953, the City Directory lists tenants Mrs. B. F. Bass, accountant Robert Tjepkes and his wife


Harriet, butler Alfred Schmid and his wife Eleanor, Yellow Cab dispatcher Opha Thompson, M. A. McKenzie,
and Jessie Hunter at this address.
Prior to construction of the extant building, this lot had long stood vacant, as described on both the


1899 and the 1914 Sanborn maps. The lot was part of a larger parcel owned by Stanquist, who also
constructed 53-55 Landers Street in 1909 and who resided at 63 Landers Street. The building was
constructed as an apartment building, a use pattern which it retains today.
Eureka Valley escaped destruction in the aftermath of the 1906 Earthquake and Fire, mostly limited to

However, the pastoral days of Eureka Valley came to an end in the following period as thousands of
earthquake refugees began purchasing lots and erecting cottages, flats, and small apartment buildings in
the steadily urbanizing area. Eureka Valley experienced a sharp upturn in building activity between 1906
and 1914. The momentum continued after the completion of the Municipal Railway’s J-Church streetcar line
in 1917 and Twin Peaks Tunnel in 1918. 
59 Landers Street is an example of an apartment building, a building type widespread in the survey area


during the first decades of the twentieth century. Apartment buildings are generally located on a large
lot with an arrangement of multiple living units on each floor, all accessed through a common lobby. The
majority of apartment buildings constructed at this time were designed in Revival styles, including
Classical, Mission, and Spanish Colonial Revival, as well as Craftsman style.

Bailey never lived at this address, and the 1905 City Directory lists renters at this address including


Benjamin Suelflohn, a cutter, and his family, and Thomas Todd, a miner. In 1906, ownership of the building
passed to Thomas Carmody, who also never resided at the address and appears to have used the property for
rental income. In 1920, ownership passed to Kate Bailey, who may have had a relation to the original owner
Warren Bailey, and who also owned the property at 10-12 Sharon Street. The 1940 City Directory lists Rudy
Hartman as a renter, and in 1953 Edward Strong is listed as a renter.

The Queen Anne style originated in England in the 1870s with the work of Richard Norman Shaw, although


the name refers to the architecture produced during the reign of Queen Anne of England (1702-14), a mode
characterized by a blend of late medieval forms and classical ornament. Shaw’s much-published English
country houses proved to be very influential on American architects and builders during the last decade of
the nineteenth century. Similar to the Stick/Eastlake style, the Queen Anne style first caught on in the
United States after the Centennial Exposition of 1876, at which the British government put up two half-
timbered buildings to house their on-site staff. The Queen Anne or “Free Classic” style took America by
storm, particularly in the design of large summer residences. With its picturesque turrets, porches and
dormers, the Queen Anne was well-suited to large lots and it became very popular in semi-rural commuter
suburbs surrounding Boston, New York, Philadelphia and Chicago. Gradually, speculators brought the style
to the masses in the form of urban rowhouses and larger dwellings for the middle and upper-middle urban
residents.
The Queen Anne style is principally about asymmetry, picturesque massing and a variety of color and


materials. In San Francisco the Queen Anne style was gradually adapted to both large freestanding
residences as well as the more common standardized 25’ wide urban rowhouse. Similar to the Eastlake style,
virtually all of the ornament was placed on the primary façade, particularly on the bay windows and around
the primary entrance. In contrast to earlier styles, Queen Anne style rowhouses in San Francisco typically
have gable-end roofs, large recessed porches supported by elaborately turned columns and embellished with
spindle screens. In addition to the standard rustic channel siding, many San Francisco Queen Annes
featured a variety of exterior cladding and finishes, including decorative shingles, flush wood siding,
and decorative plaster finishes. More elaborate examples have turrets, decorative tile work and chimneys,
integral balconies and other quintessentially Queen Anne details. In San Francisco, the Queen Anne style
also manifested itself in smaller speculative cottages built for the working classes, many of which can be
found in the City’s outlying neighborhoods.
8 Sharon Street is a well preserved example of the Queen Anne style, applied to the residential/flats
