Duboce Triangle had been generally built out by the Depression, World War II and Postwar Aftermath
period of significance, due to successive waves of residential building associated with the opening of the
Market & Castro Street Cable Car line in 1886 along Market Street to Castro Street, and the post-1906
trend of conversion from single family dwellings to multi-family apartments and flats.

Notable San Francisco properties designed by Jaekle include a Zig-Zag Moderne service station at Larkin
and Pacific (relocated to Market Street), and the Jones House (1937), a sleek Moderne single family
residence. Jaekle relocated to San Jose in the mid-1940s, and worked mostly on apartment and shopping
complexes, as well as the Builders’ Exchange Building (PAL Building) at 460 Park Avenue (1950).

During his career, Hladik kept offices in the Monadnock Building. He died while on vacation in
Guerneville, Sonoma County in 1928.

Prior to the construction of the extant building, this lot long held a single-story dwelling with a
generous setback; that one-story dwelling is visible on the 1893, 1899 and 1914 Sanborn Maps. The 1953
City Directory lists tenants including painter Hugo Lane, wholesalesman Mitchell Petkovich, Examiner
employee John Urrutia and his wife Freida, Mrs. Gertrude Price, Francis Boone, bookkeeper Margaret
McGowan, and Edward Carvin at this address.

The momentum continued after the completion of the Municipal Railway’s J-Church streetcar line
in 1917 and Twin Peaks Tunnel in 1918.

227 Sanchez Street is an example of an apartment building, a building type widespread in the survey area
during the first decades of the twentieth century. Apartment buildings are generally located on large lots
and configured with multiple living units on each floor, all accessed through a common lobby. The majority
of apartment buildings constructed at this time were designed in Revival styles, including Classical,
Mission, and Spanish Colonial Revival, as well as the Craftsman Style.

The building, with its 1925 construction date, Eureka Valley/Castro location, and apartment building
typology, expresses a clear association with a broad pattern of San Francisco history.

This renovation was possibly instigated by the 1934 occupant, Manuel Corvello, a laundry-worker who
resided here with his wife Mary. Mary Corvello was still in residence here in 1967. Although the
footprint of the building remains identical on the Sanborn Map from 1889 through 1950, at some point a
rear addition was built, accessed via a below-grade entrance at the left setback.

Samuel C. Hermon did not have an architectural office in San Francisco and research has revealed no
further information about him.

Prior to construction of the extant building, this lot had stood vacant since at least 1899. The 1913
Sanborn map shows it as one of the last remaining vacant lots on the block. Silvio Zambelli resided here
through at least 1945, at which time he was operating a restaurant downtown. The 1950 Sanborn Map
describes the building as a two-story over basement apartment building containing five apartments, with a
garage at the rear of the lot. The 1953 City Directory lists tenants including Florence Wolf, a secretary
with Dildge-Koren Paint, H. E. Evans, Toshia Krishtol, Nera Amulio Della, W. J. Wilson, and Mrs. Sarah L.
Munson, an office clerk. The building was constructed as an apartment building, a usage that continues
today.

Eureka Valley escaped major damage in the 1906 Earthquake and Fire. The still-rural district filled an
important role after the disaster, supplying much of the milk, vegetables, and meat consumed by homeless
refugees filling the city’s parks. However, the pastoral days of Eureka Valley came to an end in the years
afterward as thousands of earthquake refugees began purchasing lots and erecting cottages, flats and small
apartment buildings in the steadily urbanizing area. Eureka Valley experienced a sharp upturn in building
activity between 1906 and 1914. The momentum continued after the completion of the Municipal Railway’s J-
Church streetcar line in 1917 and Twin Peaks Tunnel in 1918.

245 Sanchez Street is an example of an apartment building, a building type widespread in the survey area
during the first decades of the twentieth century. Apartment buildings are generally located on large lots
and configured with multiple living units on each floor, all accessed through a common lobby. The majority
of apartment buildings constructed at this time were designed in the Classical Revival style. Other
popular styles included Craftsman, Mission, and Spanish Colonial Revival.

The builder Henry Doelger is primarily known as a housing developer associated with the development of
San Francisco's Sunset District and Daly City's Westlake District. Doelger grew up in the Inner Sunset at
the corner of 7th Avenue and Hugo Street. Doelger ran a hot dog stand on the corner of Seventh Avenue and
Lincoln Way and used most of his profits to buy land in the Sunset District. In the 1920, he and his
brother Frank, formed the Doelger Brothers and began building and selling homes. The Doelgers built their
first homes, about 25 of them, on 39th Avenue in 1926. Henry Doelger is best known for the houses he built
in a large concentrated area, approximately from 27th to 39th Avenues between Kirkham and Ortega Streets.
This area was sometimes called "Doelger City." Because of the newly-created Federal Housing Administration
and the affordable homes built by Doelger, purchasing a home became realistic for middle-income buyers.
Doelger also built more expensive, larger homes in Golden Gate Heights including his own house at 1995
15th Avenue, and a house for William Saroyan's family at 1821 15th Avenue. Doelger constructed homes in
the Richmond District, Golden Gate Heights, and along MacArthur Boulevard in Oakland. During World War ITI,
Doelger put up over 3,000 units of defense housing in the East Bay and South San Francisco. After the war
he was responsible for building the Westlake subdivision in Daly City.

Part of a general return to traditionalism that occurred in housing between the two world wars, the
Mediterranean Revival style is an eclectic mode that was first introduced in the United States around the
turn of the 20th Century and came into prominence in the 1920s and 1930s. The style reflects the
architectural influences of the Mediterranean coast, including Italian, Byzantine, French, and Moorish
themes from southern Spain. In San Francisco, the Mediterranean Revival was often adapted to fit the urban
rowhome typology in a simplified manner, with a garage opening at street level, a row of windows that
nearly spans the width of the facade at the first floor, and an entrance set to the side of the main
elevation. Facades are sometimes spare in detailing, or ornamentation can incorporate historicist details.
The Mediterranean Revival style is generally characterized by stuccoed wall surfaces, flat or low-pitched
roofs with terra cotta or red tile rood elements, arched openings and fenestration, scrolled or tile-
capped parapet walls and articulated door and window surrounds with applied decoration. Balconies and
other elements made of cast iron are also typical.

255 Sanchez Street is a well preserved example of the Mediterranean Revival style applied to the single
family dwelling building typology. The building has no major alterations and retains adequate character-
defining features which accurately convey the type, period and method of construction.

Conclusion:

255 Sanchez Street appears eligible for listing in the California Register under Criterion 3
(Design/Construction) as a well-preserved example of a Mediterranean Revival single family building
constructed by the well known San Francisco builder Henry Doelger. The building embodies the distinctive
characteristics of its type, period and method of construction. It does not appear eligible for listing
under Criterion 1 (Event). Because Eureka Valley was essentially fully built out by 1929, this isolated
later building is not associated with important pattern of events related to the development of the area.

Character Defining Features:

Character-defining features include its two-and-a-half story height and rectangular massing, scored
stucco cladding, full-height ogee-arched wood casement windows with rounded iron balconies, barreled

dormers with arched wood casement windows, and a mansard parapet roof with a rosette and vegetal panel
cornice.

315 Sanchez St. is located on a 30’ x 90’ corner lot on the southeast corner of Sanchez and 16" Streets. Built in 1885,

315 Sanchez St is a 3-story, wood frame, Italianate style, multiple family building with 4 residential units and commercial space
in the ground floor. The rectangular-plan building, clad in wood shingles and flush wood siding, is capped by a flat roof. The
primary facade faces north toward 16th Street and a secondary elevation faces west toward Sanchez Street. The facade is

3 bays wide. A recessed entrance to the residential units is set in the left bay of the first story, and has two entrances fitted with
solid wood doors and transoms. The remainder of the first story has a storefront with wood-frame plate glass windows, brick
water table, and recessed corner entry. The entry has modern, double-leaf, glazed doors with sidelights. The storefront
continues on the Sanchez Street elevation. A wide signage frieze separates the first and upper stories on both elevations. The
upper stories of the facade contain a rectilinear bay window in the left bay, a single flush window in the center bay, and a
chamfered corner window in the right bay. The corner window has small balconies with turned posts and French doors with
transoms accessing the balconies. The Sanchez Street elevation a recessed entry to the residential units in the fifth bay, and a
second storefront with brick water table and wood frame plate glass windows in the fifth and sixth bays. The upper stories have
rectilinear bay windows in the first and fourth bays, alternating with paired flush windows. Except where noted, all windows on
the upper stories have undivided, double-hung, wood sash. The primary rooflines end in a deeply projecting cornice.

At the time of its construction, the three-story building consisted of commercial space at the first
story and residential units above. Anna Meyer was listed in the San Francisco City Directory as residing
at this address in 1892. In 1900, the first story was operating as a store and a saloon, and there were
still residential units above. Anna Meyers and her son Charles continued to reside at this address in
1900. By 1906 the property had been sold to John Hadeler, who was still in ownership of the property in
1920. The building continues in this use pattern, with a restaurant and a commercial storefront at the
first story and apartments above.

Architect George Voelkel was born in Russia in 1848. He received his education in France and Germany,
pursuing his literary and professional studies at the Ecole Imperiale des Beaux Arts in Paris and the
German Academy at Berlin. After graduating he served as a government architect in Germany, in Panama asan
engineer, and with the German and Japanese Pacific coast survey. Due to ill health he moved from Panama to
San Francisco in 1880 and subsequently opened an architectural practice. Voelkel specialized in grand
residential buildings, most of which were destroyed in the 1906 Earthquake and Fire. Voelkel later
relocated to Los Angeles, where his notable buildings include the Murdock Residence, which is listed as
Los Angeles Historic Cultural Monument #778.

The Eureka Valley/Castro neighborhood experienced intensive residential development after the opening of
the Market & Castro Street Cable Car line in 1886, as well as an increase in businesses that supported
this residential development. The construction date of the building, combined with its location in the
Eureka Valley/Castro neighborhood, one block south of Market Street, reflect its association with this
historic trend of residential development.

Integrity:

Alterations include the recladding of the facade in wood shingles, the possible loss of original window
ornament, reconfiguration of the corner window bays into balconies, and the addition of French doors at
the balconies, the alteration of the cornice, and the replacement of original residential and commercial
doors with contemporary replacement doors. The facade does retain certain character-defining features,
including its height, massing, wood-sash, double hung windows, rectangular double-height bays, and paneled
residential entries. Additionally, the building displays continuity of use. The building retains the
following aspects of integrity: location and setting, and partially retains the aspects of materials,
feeling, association and workmanship. The building no longer retains integrity of design.
